Material Cost Sales Tax (GST) Total Cost 
Sustainable ( silk , natural dyes )
 Rs 1000 X 5 % = Rs 1050  

Non-Sustainable (polyester, synthetic dyes 
) Rs 800 X 5% = Rs 40 
MP = CP + Sales Tax = Rs 800 + 40 = 840





History



History of Weaving in India
● Weaving in India dates back to the Indus 

Valley Civilization.

● People used cotton to make cloth even in 
ancient times.

● Indian textiles like muslin, silk and cotton 
were famous worldwide.

● Cities such as Dhaka, Varanasi and Surat 
became important textile centers.

● Skilled artisans used handlooms and passed 
their knowledge through generations.



Crafts and Cottage Industries in 
India

Many industries in India were home based 
or small scale, called cottage industries. 
They used local raw materials and 
traditional skills.
Examples include: Handloom weaving, 
Pottery, Wood carving, Metal work, 
Embroidery.
Because of these crafts, India was once 
called the Workshop of the World.



Decline of Traditional Industries

● During British rule, many traditional 
industries declined.

● British policies favored machine made 
goods from Britain.

● Indian goods exported to Britain were 
heavily taxed.

● British products were sold cheaply in 
Indian markets.

● Indian artisans and handloom weavers 
lost their livelihood.



Industrial Revolution and Economic Drain

Industrial Revolution
● Began in Britain in the late 18th century.
● Machines increased speed and quantity of production.
Economic Drain Theory
● Explained by Dadabhai Naoroji.
● Wealth from India was transferred to Britain through taxes, trade 

and profits.
● This process was called the Drain of Wealth, which weakened 

India’s economy.
